NSF Aw ARD TO row A ACADEMY 

The National Science Foundation 
has awarded another $5,000 grant to 
conduct a fourth Junior Academy of 
Science Symposium in Iowa. The 
funds are used to support Newslet­
ters, the Proceedings of the Junior 
Academy, and subsistence for sixty 
students at the spring meeting. High 
school students work with members 
of the Iowa Academy of Science dur­
ing the year in a research study. 
When possible the students work in 
the laboratory of a practicing scientist 
in industry or a college. The Scientist­
Advisers, who are members of the 
Academy, assist students with project 
ideas, research procedures, collection 
of results, interpretation of data, and 
concluding statements. The program 
is designed to illustrate the nature of 
the scientific enterprise to high-ability 
secondary students by having them 
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
